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84-4: 'Welcome and Devotional

Dr. Jim Murphy, Pastor of Faith Evangelical Church, welcomed the Presbytery and gave a
devotional about the life of Joseph from the book of Genesis. Josephresponded to his brothers’ worries of
retaliation by saying, “Am I in the place of God?” Dr. Murphy asked if we are as willing to let things go as
Joseph did when his brothers wronged him. It’s God’s place to repay and avenge, not ours. Dr. Murphy
prayed for all present at the meeting.

84-5: Moderator’s Comments and Prayer

Moderator Matthews mentioned a handout regarding Robert’s Rules of Order, pointing out some
details for the Presbytery regarding the process and order for the meeting, use of microphone, and use of
motions. He also reminded the Presbyters to use the meeting Evaluation Forms to help the General Council
with future meetings.

Moderator Matthews mentioned prayer requests and also asked Rev. Aram Haroutunian to talk
about how Lookout Mountain Community Churchwas doing and then asked the Presbyters to pray together
in groups of two or three and then closed in prayer for the needs and the meeting and led in the Lord’s
prayer.

84-6: Introduction of Guests
The following guests were introduced at the meeting;

General Assembly Moderator Rev. Bill Vogler
Rev. David Gordon, Reformed Theological Seminary, Florida

Moderator Matthews asked Moderator Rev. Vogler to address the Presbytery. Rev. Vogler
expressed greetings from the Assembly office and told the Presbyterythat it is an interesting time to be in
the EPC with the Transitional Presbyteries, the new churches coming in, and all the changes that is bringing
to the denomination. Rev. Vogler commented that the churches coming in are so grateful for the help from
the EPC, and he said how easy it is to take for granted what we have always had in the EPC that they have
had to struggle for.

He also talked about how ministryin America is changing and how young people today who don’t
know who Jesus is are right next door to us. Churches, Presbyteries, the Assembly, need to respondto this
changing culture in our country, rethink our structure, and go into our culture to build relationships so we
can reach these people for Christ. Rev. Vogler mentioned Jehoshaphat’s prayer, “Lord we don’t know what
to do but our eyes are on you.” Rev. Vogler closed inprayer for the Presbytery and our Pastors and leaders
to accomplish this goal and to become leaders in the endeavor to reach our culture for Christ.

Dr. Dan Gilbert led the Presbytery in prayer for Rev. Vogler and the General Assembly office.

84-10: Update on New Wineskins Transitional Presbytery

Rev. Marty Martin, Commissioner, New Wineskins Transitional Presbytery, began with prayer
and told the Presbytery about these churches and their journey to follow God’s leadig for them.

He told us about the weekly conference call meetings of the New Wineskins Transitional
Presbytery Commission and the designation as a non-geographic Presbytery. The NWTP has received 28
churches with a combined membership of over 16,000. Six churches are pending dismissal or renunciation
of jurisdiction from the PCUSA.

Rev. Martin stated that there is no active recruiting from the PCUSA being done by the Dr.
Jeremiah, even though such accusations have come to the General Assembly Office. He reiterated that we
have only responded to previously being contacted by the PCUSA churches.

There has also been a significant court decision in California to determine the whole question of
church property ownership in which there was a summary judgment in favor of the churches in the
Sacramento Presbytery USA. A number of other churches tagged onto the legal action that Fair Oaks
Presbyterian and Roseville Presbyterian church put into action.

The EPC has been warned that at the General Assembly of the PCUSA, Fraternal Relations with
the EPC will probably bedissolved. The concern is more of a confrontational nature directed at churches
leaving the PCUSA thereby diminishing the prospects of leaving peaceably. Rev. Martin also spoke of the
need to change as the EPC. The new churches coming in are very missional and are looking to us to be
willing to take the organizational steps to becoming missional.

84-12A: Acted on a change in call to Rev. G. Thompson Allen, Jr., from First EPC, Renton,
Washington. First EPC, Renton, Washington, is calling Rev. Allen to be their Pastor. Rev. Allen is
currently their Associate Pastor. The terms of this call are for an annual salary of $60,000 with appropriate
housing allowance, Social Security, Medicare, insurance, car allowance and additional standard benefits.
The Terms of Call are on record in the Stated Clerk’s office.

Rev. G. Thompson Allen, Jr., told about his journey and God’s guiding and leadingto be a
candidate for Pastor of First EPC, Renton, Washington

The congregation approved their call to Rev. Allen 210 in favor, 7 not in favor, at a called meeting
on March 30, 2008. Prior to this, Rev. Allen did have both a % vote of session and % vote ofthe Ministerial
Committee to have his call changed from Associate Pastor to Pastor at First EPC, Renton, Washington.

Doug Zylstra, Elder, First EPC, Renton, spoke on behalf of Rev. Allen and their call to Rev.
Allen and how God has used him at First, EPC, Renton.

Motion was sustained to approve the change in call to Rev. G. Thompson Allen, Jr. from
Associate Pastor to Pastor of First EPC, Renton, Washington.

Motion was sustained to approve the terms of call to Rev. G. Thompson Allen, Jr.

84-12B: Acted on a request from Covenant Presbyterian Church, Vail, Colorado, for Rev.
Ken Glasier to be their Interim Pastor, and to authorize Rev. Glasier to moderate their session.

Rev. Glasier has been helping fill the pulpit for Covenant Presbyterian Church, Vail, Colorado,
while they search for a new pastor. Rev. Glasier was recommended for the Interim position.

Motion was sustained to approve Rev. Ken Glasier as Interim Pastor to Covenant
Presbyterian Church, Vail, Colorado, and to authorize Rev. Glasier to moderate their session.

84-12C: Bear Creek EPC Commission Report

Dr. Fred Lian and Elder Ken Roberts, Commission Chair, told the Presbytery about the
Commission’s work and the Commission’s decision to affirm the decision of the Bear Creek session and
dissolve the relationship between Associate Pastor, Rev. Bruce Spear, and Bear Greek EPC.

Rev. Spear was moved to the Without Call list resulting from the Commission’s action. Chair
Roberts led in prayer for Bear Creek EPC, Rev. Spear and Rev. Jim Coleman.

As their work had been completed and reported to the Presbytery with much appreciation for their
thoroughness in this assignment , motion was sustained to dissolve the Bear Creek Commission.

84-13: Ministry Moments - Panel Discussion How Can Our Churches Extend The Gospel?

Panelists Jim Eng, Faith Evangelical Church, Loveland , Colorado, Pete Menconi, Greenwood
Community Church, Englewood, Colorado, Rev. Bob Everest, Christ Covenant Church, Leoti, Kansas, and
Rev. Jeremy Grant, Covenant Presbyterian Church, Omaha, Nebraska, shared thoughts and insights as well
as answering questions asked by facilitator Mr. Gene Kissinger, Cherry Hills Community Church,
Highlands Ranch, Colorado. As Rev. Everest said, “It is easy to give to missions, but so hard to reach your
neighbor. Facilitator Kissinger’s key question to the panelists was, “How would your congregation
describe the vision for outreach into the community and how would they describe their role in it.” The
panelists were inspiring and thought provoking in their responses.
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84-14: Presbytery Committee Presentations - continued
Care of Candidates Committee

Chair Dave Baer began with prayer and introduced Mrs. Sharon Beekmann, Candidate for
ordination. Mrs. Beekmann gave a homily from P salm 95 as a call to worship, as a warning to not harden
our hearts, and to enter his rest by faith and obedience.

Chair Baer then asked all Candidates present at the meeting to stand and asked the Presbytery to
keep these Candidates in their prayers.

84-14A: Acted on the request to come under care by Mr. Zachary Hicks. Mr. Hicks is
endorsed by the session from Cherry Creek Presbyterian Church, Englewood, Colorado, where he serves as
Coordinator of Worship and Liturgy and has been a member for almost a year. Mr. Hicks graduated from
Denver Seminary in 2005 with a Masters of Divinity degree. After meeting with the Care of Candidates
Committee, he is recommended without reservation to come under care of the Presbytery of the West.

Mr. Hicks told the Presbytery about his relationship with Christ, his growth in this relationship, his
sense of calling, both internal and externally, and his pursuit of that call. He also told why he is considering
the EPC to pursue that calling in its connectional system and theology. Questions from the Presbytery were
asked in these categories which Mr. Hicks answered.

Rev. Marty Martin, Cherry Creek Presbyterian Church, spoke on behalf of Mr. Hicks, highly
recommending him to the Presbytery to be approved as a Candidate for ordination.

Motion was sustained to approve Mr. Zachary Hicks as a Candidate for ordination under
the care of the Presbytery of the West.

Moderator Matthews asked Mr. Hicks the candidates vows from the Book of Government 12-2.C.
which Mr. Hicks answered in the affirmative, at which time, a charge was given to Mr. Hicks by Rev.
Marty Martin, reminding Mr. Hicks not to forget to live in God’s word, to remember God is with him, and
encouraged Mr. Hicks to be diligent to keep God’s word in his heart and life.

Prayer was given for Mr. Hicks as he kneeled and he was welcomed and received by the
Presbytery, and the Moderator asked that Mr. Hick’s name be added to the Candidates Roll.

Rev. Dave Baer was appointed as Mr. Hick’s advisor.

84-14B: Acted to examine Candidate Mrs. Sharon Beekmann for ordination. Candidate
Beekmann has all of her Candidacy and educational requirements completed. She graduated from Denver
Seminary with honors in December, 2007, with a Masters of Divinity degree. She is endorsed by the
session of Cherry Hills Community Church where she has served and been a member for fourteen years.

Mrs. Beekmann told the Presbytery some of her personal journey of faith in Christ and her
conversion and answered questions about the Bible, theology, politythe EPC, and her exception to the
Westminster Confession of Faith regardin g not recreating on the Sabbath Day, but how she still adheres to
the strong call to worship on the Lord’s Day. Her exceptions can be found as Attachment #9 to the
record of these Minutes.

Motion to arrest examination was sustained.

The Call to an Outside the Boundaries ministry was presented by Rev. Mike Anderson, Cherry
Hills Community Church, who told the Presbytery about how she is seeking to serve in ministry to Christ
through the Sharon Beekmann Charitable Trust with the Board of Directors of SBCT overseeing her
ministry and teaching.

Mrs. Beekmann’s ministry is described from her following statement:

“I have formed the Sharon Beekmann Charitable Trust with Trustees functioning as the

Board of Directors. Two ordained EPC Teaching Elders and one Ruling Elder serve as Trustees.

As described at Sharonbeekmann.org, all donations to the Trust are tax deductible and after

administrative costs and fees for services, all proceeds are donated to other charitable Christian

organizations. My ministry i ncludes the following: 1) Upon the request of local churches, I will

teach books of the Bible, preach the Word on Sunday mornings, and conduct seminars and retreats
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on spiritual formation and growth in Christ. 2) Upon request, I will teach about spiritual
hindrances to growth in Christ at local churches and at Denver Seminary. 3) I will write for
publication on spiritual hindrances to growth in Christ. 4) I will make myself available to officiate
at weddings and funerals. 5) I will serve as evangelist and pastoral counselor to people struggling
with spiritual issues. As an ordained pastor, [ would be able to preach and teach the Word and
administer the sacraments at bible studies, Sunday morning services, retreats, and weddings. ”

Rev. Ed Davis, Chair, Ministerial Committee, said the Ministerial Committee also reviewed her
call and he told the Presbytery about the Committee’s interaction, noting the Board of Directors of SBCT is
made up of EPC Presbytery of the West ministers as well as elders from Cherry Hills Community Church,
and all are in support of this call. Dr. Ramona Spillman, Cherry Hills Community Church, spoke on behalf
of Mrs. Beekmann and advocated her call to the Presbytery.

Motion was sustained to approve the ordination exam. Motion was sustained to approve the
exception to the Westminster Confession of Faith. Motion was sustained to approve the Qutside the
Boundaries call for Mrs. Sharon Beekmann to the Sharon Beekmann Charitable Trust.

Motion was sustained to appoint an Administrative Commission to ordain Mrs. Sharon
Beekmann with the following members: RE Marlys DeVries, RE Sharon Mathis, RE Paul Lewan, TE
Mike Anderson, Cherry Hills Community Church, TE Fred Lian, GracePoint Community Church to
be held at Cherry Hills Community Church, Highlands Ranch, Colorado, June, 2008 with time and
date to be determined by Cherry Hills Community Church schedule.

Prayer was given for Mrs. Beekmann by the Presbytery led in prayer by Rev. Mike Anderson,
Cherry Hills Community Church.
Mrs. Beekmann’s signed Ministerial Obligation form is on file in the Stated Clerk’s office.

84-14C: Acted to terminate the Candidacy of Mr. Kent Bertrand. Mr. Bertrand is serving in
another denomination. Motion was sustained to terminate the Candidacy of Mr. Kent Bertrand, as
per Candidates Committee recommendation and Mr. Bertrand’s request.

84-15D: Acted on a request to change the status of Mr. Mike Bonser from a Candidate to
Candidate under Extraordinary Circumstances.

Mike Bonser is the Student Ministries Director at Faith Presbyterian Church in Aurora. Prior to
this position, he served in a similar capacity at Ward Presbyterian in Livonia, Michigan. Altogether, he has
approximately 20 years experience at the two churches. Mike’s degree is a Master of Arts in Theological
Studies from Michigan Theological Seminary. This is a two year degree.

Mike has previously told the Presbytery his sense of God’s calling in his life. As Faith seeks to
plant churches along the I-70 corridor east of the city, he just wants tobe available should the Lord call him
to be a church planter. When Mike came under care, we were hopeful that he could supplement his
previous theological studies with a year’s study and upgrade his degree to a Masters of Divinity. But since
Mike came under care he has found that Denver Seminary would require a full three year program for him
to get an M. Div. degree. Even Michigan Theological Seminary told Mike that his courses were taken long
enough ago that he would need a full three years for his Masters of Divinity. With this in mind, the Care of
Candidates Committee is supportive of Mike becoming a candidate with extraordinary status. (Please note,
he is not asking for a language exemption: he had Greek at MTS and is planning on taking Hebrew at
Denver Seminary in the fall semester). It is our hope that the Ministerial Vocation Committee will
recognize Mike’s experience and previous theological studies of Mike and prescribe a reasonable course of
studies for Mike to complete in order to be ordained. Wemove Mike’s status be changed to extraordinary.

Motion was unanimously sustained to change the status of Mr. Mike Bonser, from
Candidate to Candidate under Extraordinary Circumstances.
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84-16: Women’s Ministries

Chair Ruth Baer and member Donna Davis presented a proposal to the Presbytery about the
establishing of Intercessory prayer teams through out the churches in the Presbytery of the West.

These women introduced the purposes and goals for this Intercessor’s Ministry as well as the
qualifications of those who would be considered to be an intercessor.

Motion was sustained to approve the formation of Intercessory Praver Teams with details to
be worked out with General Council.

Dinner Break/Evening Worship Service and Communion

Hosting church, Faith Evangelical, Loveland, Colorado, provided a wonderful Italian themed
buffet dinner which was followed by the evening worship service, communion, and the message from God’s
Word given by Rev. Dr. Bill Ackerman, who was being called by Faith Evangelical Church as an Assistant
Pastor to work with the youth in their congregation. The Pastor’s benevolence offering was also taken at
the service.

SATURDAY, May 3, 2008

84-17: Call to Order
Moderator Matthews reconvened the meeting at 8:10 a.m.
84-18: Homily by Rev. Doug Brown, First United Presbyterian, Greeley, Colorado

Rev. Doug Brown began in prayer for the day and for the meeting. He told about his personal
journey and his church’s journeyin following God’s will. He asked, “As leaders, where do we go for our
refuge?” Rev. Brown read from Psalm 34 and wanted to encourage the Presbytery that God is faithful to be
our refuge and our strength and noted verse 19 which says, “A righteous man may have many troubles, but
the Lord delivers him from them all.” He spoke about how in the midst of chaos, God is present and will be
faithful to help us. Rev. Brown acknowledged God’s faithfulness to him and his church as they embarked
on the path to thefollow God’s leading.

84-19: Moderator’s Time of Prayer

Moderator Matthews asked the Presbytery to get into small groups and to turn to Psalm 103and
have each one read a verse at a time and then pray that verse back to God and to use the time to bless and
praise God and pray for each other. Rev. George Carey then led the Presbytery in a time of worship.

84-20: Acted on the Endorsement Request for Rev. David Newsham

Rev. George Carey presented this request from Rev. David Newsham, who is serving Outside the
Boundaries of the Presbytery of the West asa missionary, with his family, and is asking to be considered
by the General Assembly World Outreach Committee at this year’s General Assemblyto become EPC
missionaries to Buddhists in China.

Rev. Carey told aboutthe Newsham’s ministry work to Buddhistsin Chengdu, China and said that
he and the session of Cornerstone Community Church highly recommended their approval for endorsement
to the General Assembly. Rev. Bob Everest also spoke on his behalf and recommended our approval.
Moderator Matthews told the story of Rev Newsham’s mother, how she was near death and healed of
cancer in the 1970’s, and how she had been with them on the mission field in China before she recently
passed away. Moderator Matthews expressed support for the family as well and mentioned how thatevent
caused David to become a Pastor.
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Motion was sustained that the Presbytery of the West endorse Rev. David Newsham to the
EPC World Outreach Committee to be commissioned as EPC missionaries to the Buddhist world.

Rev. Carey also shared about the Newsham’s need for 40% more support to return to the mission
field and that Rev. Newsham had been studying at Fuller for his D. Min. and how Rev. Newsham had been
in London for the past two weeks to complete his studies.

84-21: First United Presbyterian Church, Greeley, Commission Report

Rev. Eugene Scott from the Commission told the Presbytery about their time with the leadership
of First UPC, Greeley, Colorado. The Commission’s responsibilities involved the oral examination of First
UPC Elders and Deacons which included hearing about their personal faith and walk with Jesus Christ,
their calling to office; the importance and understanding of their Ordination Vows found in the EPC Book
of Government, Chapter 14, and serving within their community. The Commi ssion found each of the men
and women examined to be qualified for the office ofRuling Elder and/or Deacon within the EPC and that
the Commission highly commended Rev. Doug Brown in his training of these men and women using the
EPC Leadership Training Gui de and the Westminster Confession.

Rev. Ed Davis, Chair, began with prayer and introduced Rev. Scott Rash and asked him to share
about his change in call to Denver Hospice.

84-22A: Acted on the Outside the Boundaries call to Rev. Scott Rash from the Denver
Hospice. Rev. Scott Rash, who has been without a call, told the Presbytery about hiscall to Denver
Hospice and his work as a chaplain for them. He makes home visits , has a case load covering about 50
patients, and works with families and their coping with a loved one’s passing. Rev. Rash has also been
asked to officiate at the funerals for those families as well.

as Chaplain.

84-22B: Acted to examine and receive Rev. Doug Brown as a transfer from the PCUSA to
the Presbytery of the West. Rev. Doug Brown’s call is from First United Presbyterian Church, Greeley,
Colorado, as Pastor, whose Terms of Call are $55,087.50 annual salary plus housing, with medical
insurance, pension, and additional benefits which are on file in the Stated Clerk’s office.

Rev. Brown was interviewed and examined by the Presbytery. He told the Presbytery about his
family, his desire to grow in spiritual formation, his relationship with Christ, his call to ministry, and was
asked questions in the areas of theology, reformed tradition, sacraments and the Bible.

The Presbytery also asked him about his view on the Westminster Confession of Faith and his
ministry at First UPC, Greeley. Rev. Brown’s exceptions on Chapter 3, God’s General Decrees, and
Chapter 21, regarding the prescribed day for worship. Rev. Brown’s exceptions can be found as
Attachment #11 to the record of these Minutes.

Elder Roy Otto, First UPC, Greeley, spoke on Rev. Brown’s behdf advocating their call to Rev.
Brown and highly commending him to the Presbytery. Elder Otto also mentioned that First United
Presbyterian Church, Greeley, was renamed to First Presbyterian Church, Greeley, on the previous Sunday.

Motion was sustained to receive Rev. Doug Brown as a transfer from the PCUSA to the
Presbytery of the West and approve the terms of call to First Presbyterian Church, Greeley,
Colorado.
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Motion was sustained to accept Rev. Doug Brown’s exceptions to the Westminster
Confession of Faith.

Rev. Brown was welcomed by the Presbytery and attending members of First Presbyterian
Greeley were invited to come forward to pray for Rev. Brown. Rayer was led for Rev. Brown and his wife
by Elder David Shahan, Ministerial Committee. Rev. Doug Brown and First Presbyterian Church, Greeley,
will be installed, as will the officers of First Presbyterian Church, Greeley, and declared to be a particular
church of the Presbytery of the West, on June 1*" by members of the Commission which is comprised of
the Ministerial and Church Development Committees.

Rev. Brown’s signed Ministerial Obligation Form is on file in the Stated Clerk’s office.

84-22C: Acted to examine and receive Rev. Dr. Bill Ackerman as a transfer from the
PCUSA to the Presbytery of the West.

Dr. Ackerman is seeking to be received into the Presbytery of the West according to the Book of
Government 13-5. Dr. Ackerman has been extended a call as Assistant Pastor from Faith Evangelical
Church, Loveland, Colorado. The Terms of this Call are for $55,000 annual salary and housing with
additional allowances for automobile, study leave, relocation expenses, health insurance, pension and four
weeks vacation.
