2.   Rev. Dr. Jim Murphy

Dr. Murphy spoke to the Presbytery about this call and that he will retire as Pastor at Faith Evangelical Church in Loveland, CO, on July 31, 2011. The WO Committee has created this new position, Coordinator of Member Care. Jim and his wife, Barbie, will be commissioned to this position at the June, 2011, General Assembly. They will be able to start when their support is raised, sometime in the fall.


There will be three aspects of this position:  visit missionaries on the field, especially first term; host missionaries in their home; provide workshops to train church missions committees how to care for missionaries.


 Dr. Murphy said one simple tip to care for our missionaries is to hit the reply button on our email. Let them know you’re praying for them and reading their newsletters. It means a lot to them.

SSST and 2025 Update









Rev. Greg Ehlert read to the Presbytery the introduction from the World Outreach Committee website which states: 

World Outreach is the mission mobilizing and sending arm of the EPC. From its birth the EPC established its world outreach emphasis to enable the EPC to be a mission church. Our global vision is to glorify God through full cycle church planting which firmly establishes the church of Jesus Christ among the least reached peoples with the primary focus on the Muslim world.


Our denomination has a movement called Engage 2025, which is the goal to reach 10 unreached people groups by the year 2025. The Presbytery of the West has just sent its first missionary to South Sumatra. They recently arrived in the area and are working on learning the language and culture while prayerfully discerning which people group God wants them to engage.  They ask for prayers for this new endeavor.


What does this have to do with us as a Presbytery? The goal is that the churches in our Presbytery and in the denomination will participate in Engage 2025. The South Sumatra Support Team (SSST) has six churches from the Presbytery of the West meeting monthly considering how to mobilize support churches and short term mission teams.

Church Development Committee Report


Chair Dr. Eugene Scott began with prayer and told the Presbytery about the committee’s participation in the Exponential Church Planting Conference which was held in Orlando, Florida, in April 26-29. They joined with 4,000 other active or potential church planters. They learned that we have grown over 10,000 mega churches in a ten year period but that too much of that growth was transfer growth from small churches. Statistically, growth that comes from new followers in Christ has remained static since the 1940’s. Presbyterian Church Planter Tim Keller writes:

The vigorous continual planting of new congregations is the single most crucial strategy for the numerical growth of the body of Christ in any city, and for the continual corporate renewal and revival of existing churches in a city. Nothing else, not crusades, outreach programs, Para-church ministries, growing mega churches, congregational consulting or church renewal process will have the consistent impact of dynamic consistent church planting. 


The statistics from dozens of denominational studies have shown that the average new church gains 60-80% of new membership by people that do not attend church while older churches (over 10-15 yrs old) gain 80 to 90% of new members by transfer growth. Our own presbytery and churches in the EPC have grown from transfer growth. We should not be pleased with that result. We need to mobilize in church planting and become externally focused and grow by means other than transfer growth.


Dr. Scott challenged us to be a presbytery of prayer of how we can mobilize to become a church planting presbytery and impact our community for Christ.


Rev. Dan Gardinier prayed and thanked God for our time together and the food.

Ministerial Committee   continued 

A.  Commissioned Pastor Report


Commissioned Pastor, Mr. John Bueno, Latins United, Covenant Presbyterian Church, Omaha, Nebraska, told the Presbytery that he has been received as a lay pastor in the EPC for Hispanic ministry in the USA. He has been visiting churches and finding out what is happening in the Hispanic communities where our churches are located. He has found that not even 10% of the Hispanic community attends church. There are approximately 50 million Hispanics in the USA and over 90% are unchurched, both Protestant and Catholic, but when you try and talk with them about Christ, they suddenly become “Catholic,” which makes it difficult to be heard. How to resolve this problem?


  Mr. Bueno believes the way to bring the good news to our Hispanic communities is through relationships, not trying to change their “religion” or church, as that can be a hindrance. He sees three things that are not good in the Hispanic church: “religion” being preached – works; “prosperity” gospel; condemnation and guilt.


Mr. Bueno is seeing that meeting some of their needs in a holistic ministry encourages openness to the gospel.


He believes that God is bringing multi cultural ministry into our midst. He believes that we can open eyes, our churches, and our minds to minister to minorities. What would Jesus do and how would he minister to all those around us?



B.    Lookout Mountain Community Church


Rev. Adam Long, Lookout Community Church, asked for prayer for the church regarding their financial situation and thoughts about how to respond to their situation. 


They are behind in their payments and are also in dialogue with shared use by another congregation as well as dialogue with their bonding agents to see if the bond can be re-negotiated. They have discussed the possibility of relocating to a different facility as well as other options.


Rev. Long also asked for prayer regarding staff cuts and a congregational meeting on May 15th.


Rev. Michael Wright led the Presbytery in prayer for this congregation, staff, and minister, asking the Lord to guide them, to strengthen them, to support them and help them in their need.

C.   Fair Oaks Presbyterian Church

Two and one half years ago, Fair Oaks voted to leave the PCUSA. Rev. Kirk Bottomly updated the Presbytery about God’s help in bringing resolution to Fair Oaks and the ownership of their property. This became their “Free to Fly” campaign to raise funds to pay the $1.2 million dollar settlement, which came in over 10 weeks and resulted in a renewed energy in the congregation and much praise and glory to God!


D.   Examination for Rev. Dr. Paul Bergquam. 


After communications with Sanger Community Church, Sanger, California, they are calling a congregational meeting to call Dr. Bergquam as Pastor.  Their congregational meeting was scheduled to happen after the Presbytery meeting.  The Stated Clerk did not wish to hold this matter until the October Presbytery meeting and so asked the Presbytery to act on this call pending congregational approval.  Dr. Bergquam is requesting to transfer his ordination into the EPC, Presbytery of the West.


Dr. Bergquam is previously ordained in the Southern Baptist Conference.  He has successfully completed all of the required ordination examinations as well as the Ordination Preparation Commission’s symposiums.


The Clerk has received a signed Ministerial Obligation Form from Dr. Bergquam.  


The Terms of Call from Sanger Community Church were reviewed by the Ministerial Committee and the Stated Clerk in advance of the Presbytery meeting.


Dr. Bergquam opened with prayer and thanked the various committees that helped him reach this point. He said we can accomplish great things but we can’t do it alone, we need other believers. Dr. Bergquam expounded the scriptures from Matthew 6:13 “lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil” and from Ps. 124. 


Dr. Bergquam responded to Committee prepared questions and then the floor was opened to the Presbytery. 


The Presbytery examined him regarding theology, sacraments, faith in Christ, calling to ministry and the nature of the office of a Minister of the Word, polity, the Reformed Tradition, the Bible, his service, ordination, spiritual journey and his exceptions to the Westminster Standards
The Presbytery also determined if Dr. Bergquam’s exceptions to the Westminster Confession and Catechisms were allowable or not.

Motion was sustained to suspend the examination.  Dr. Bergquam was dismissed from the room.

Motion was sustained to approve the Terms of Call.


Motion was sustained to approve receiving Dr. Paul Bergquam into the Presbytery of the West, to serve as Pastor of Sanger Community Church, pending congregational approval to extend said call to Dr. Bergquam at the  forthcoming congregational meeting on May 15, 2011.


Elder Marty Carpenter spoke in advocacy of the call for Dr. Bergquam highly recommending him to the Presbytery.


A letter from Mr. Todd Brown, chair of the Sanger Community Church Search Committee was read to the Presbytery also advocating this call and unanimously recommending him.


Dr. Bergquam was returned to the room and prayer was offered for him and his wife, Cherry, by the Presbytery, led by Chair Brogren.

Motion was sustained to appoint an Administrative Commission to install Dr. Paul Bergquam as Pastor to Sanger Community Church pending congregation approval with the following members: TE Chuck Shillito, RE Bob Christopher, RE Tom Jones, Trinity Community Church; RE John Rose, Sanger Community Church; TE Paul Irwin, Fowler Presbyterian Church, with time and date to be determined after the congregational vote.



E.  Rev. Robin Kelley


The Presbytery acted on a call to Rev. Robin Kelley from San Ramon Presbyterian Church to be an Associate Pastor.  Rev. Kelley is currently active in the Presbytery of the West with an Evangelist call and this call from San Ramon is not considered to be conflicting with Rev. Kelley’s work as an evangelist in the San Ramon area.



Rev. Kelley spoke to the Presbytery about her duel call and answered questions from the Presbytery regarding the position being unpaid. Rev. Kelley is supported by her husband does not have concerns about the call without compensation.
 Rev. Kelley was dismissed from the room while discussion by the Presbytery regarding compensation ensued.


Motion was sustained to approve the Terms of Call to Rev. Robin Kelley with the following notations:

Treasurer’s Narrative 

By Bob Maier, Treasurer

Total income for the 1st quarter was right on target (101% of budget).  Refer to the Profit & Loss Statement for a detail of the support.  Administrative Expenses were slightly over budget, but Mission Budget spending was low during the first three months.  This resulted in a profit of $7,134 for the quarter.

Travel expenses continue to be a large part of Presbytery expense.  During the first quarter travel expenses for Commissions bring new churches into the Presbytery was $5,178.  The budget for these Commissions is included in the Ministerial Committee budget.  Since this has become a major expense it is now a separate line item in the Ministerial Committee expenses.

Sizeable travel expenses have also occurred for the ‘Travel to Inquiring Churches’ line item.  The annual budget for this item was $3,000 in 2010, but less than $2,000 was used.  As a result the budget for 2011 was cut to $2,000.  Current actual amount spent is $1,100.  However, $563 of that amount was a 2010 expense that was turned in late.  This item is hard to predict, so let’s see what happens as the year progresses.

Income and expenses for the Presbytery of the Pacific are shown on the Balance Sheet.  Current fund balance is $39,035.

The Pastor’s Benevolence Fund has been blessed by the giving hearts of you Presbyters.   We received $6,837 in contributions to this fund so far this year.  Isn’t that amazing!  Praise the Lord!!!  In addition to the cash given ($1,192) during the February worship service, we received checks from 16 individuals totaling $2,845 and from 4 churches totaling $2,800.  Fund balance at the end of the 1st quarter is $7,273.  Thank you all so very much.
